	Course objective

	The course aim is to prepare pilots and air traffic controllers for TEA* (Test of English for aviation) to achieve level 4 and higher according to ICAO (The International Civil Aviation Organization) requirements.
* State agency “Civil aviation agency” (hereafter CAA) apply TEA, developed by Mayflower College (U.K. Plymouth), to rate English proficiency. 


	CAA approval

	CAA has approved as acceptable the Aviation English course of SIA “Mentor” for pilots and air traffic controllers who want to improve their English language proficiency to prepare for TEA.


	Course programme

	The programme is based on Mayflower College’s English for Aviation course, which follows the requirements of ICAO („Manual on the Implementation of ICAO Language Proficiency Requirements”, Doc.9835, AN/453). More detailed information on the course programme can be found on www.maycoll.co.uk. 
Teaching materials, issued by Mayflower College, are used in the course.
After completion of the course, a certificate is issued.


	Course teacher

	Ināra Liepa, a linguist, an English language teacher, a graduate from Latvia State University. 
Ināra Liepa has completed a 2 weeks (50 hours) intensive training course for teachers of aviation at Mayflower College.


	Group size

	There are no more than 6 people in one group thus ensuring an individual approach to each student.
If one organization applies, the number of people can be increased on request, but it will not exceed 8 people.


	Course period

	100 hours (1 hour – 60 minutes)
· 10 weeks or other period according to clients’ wishes.


	Course premises

	The course is held at the premises of SIA „Mentor”. If one organization applies for the course,  it can be held at the client’s premises on request.
